• Mathematics – 3 hours 

• Humanities & Fine Arts – 9 hours (from at least two disciplines) 

• Additional requirements – 5 hours (to include UI100 for native students)

A minimum 2.5 GPA in the major and 2.0 overall are required to graduate with a Bachelor of Arts with 
a major in Dance.
